The Purpose of the Beac®ecurityOfficer is to identify and deteany unlawful or inappropriate
behavior that occurs on the beach in theterest of enhancingsafety and enjoyment of those
members or their guests who may use the beach or any of its facilities.

Theserules will define those activities that may be deemeshppropriate, but not unlawful pursuant
to Florida Statutes or County Ordinance, and thus creating guidelines for enforcement of this rule.
The following activities and items are prohibited:

2. The Board may waive the procedures describedcein in emergency or severe situations because of
the Boards responsibility to advance the peace and safety within Sandestin.

3. This rule shall be adopted and enforced for a six month trial period and continue to be in force
thereafter unless modified, aended or rescinded by the Sandestin Owners Association Board of
Directorsin consultationwith Sandestirinvestments, LLGr its Successor

4. Notice of the adoption of this rule shall be distributed in writing or by appropriate publication.
