TRAFFIC ENFORCEMENT RULE

WHEREAS Sandestin Guoifl BeachResort is a mixed community, combining residential with commercial
activities, and contines to grow in population, both permanent and transient, and in an effort to promote
and enhance the safety aspects of living in and visiting the property for the best interests of all concerned;
and

WHEREAS Article IV, Section 4 d & e of the Sandegtiar@t®n of Covenants, Conditions, & Restrictions
gives the Association the right to adopt reasonable rules and regulations pertaining to the use of Common
Properties and any facilities included therein and the right to control and regulate all typesffaf on the
Common Roads by traffic or vehicles which would or might result in damage to Common Roads or
pavement; and

WHEREAS, Article IV, Sectiddof the Sandestin Declaration of Covenants, Conditions & Restrictions gives
the Association the right suspend the rights and easements of enjoyment of any member, lessee or guest
of any member for any period, not to exceed sixty (60) days, forvaigtion of its published rules and
regulations; and

ACCORDINGLY, in order for the Board to provideysafel protection for pedestrians, children, bicyclists,
golfers, joggers and drivers on tleemmonroadways through Sandestin, this rule is hereby adopted and
provides:

1. Motor vehicles must yield the righiaf-way to all pedestrians (including childrencyxlists, golfers,
and joggers) on the roadways, expressly including designated or marked crosswalks and/or bike anc
jogging paths or lanes, throughout Sandestin.

2. Pedestrians and bicyclists will comply with Florida law where applicable. Pedestrians ishoaid
on the sidewalk where provided, and if none, walk on the left side of the roadway in relation to the
direction of travel, facing traffic. Cyclists should travel in a bicycle lane if available and if not the right
most portion of the roadway in théirection they are traveling and will travel not more than two
abreast. A cyclist travelling on a sidewalk will give right of way to any pedestrian and give an audible
signal when passindjeither pedestrians nor bicyclists shall impede the normal flowadfic. Roller
skates or blades or toy vehicles should not be operated in the roadway except where crossing the
street.

3. Electric bicycles as defined Blorida Statute 316.0038, shall be allowed to operate upon common
roadways.Riders of electric bicyes should travel on the right most portion of the roadway in the
direction of travel and not more than two abreadilectric bicycles shall not be operated on any
sidewalk with the exception of théighway 98 tunnel and its access poirRsders of elecic bicycles
shall adhere to all traffic regulations and comply with all traffic control devices.

4. With the exception of maintenance vehicles and those vehicles designated to assist the hpadjcap
no motorcycles,mopeds go-carts, all-terrain vehicles gas powered bicycles or tricyclest other
motorized cycles or scooterscludingbut not limited tod K 2 @ S NDSedwhlyR, Skateboards, any
other recreationalvehicle personal transport device, @elfbalancingboard (see Golf Cart Policies
and Ruledor use of golf carts3hall be allowed to operate on common areas, limited private areas,
parcels, common roadways or any part of the propeRgstricted motorcycle access will be allowed
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for Sandestin Property Owners and Long Term Renters (those Jadsa of 1 year of greater). This
access will be through the East Gate to the Sandestin Storage Facility by way of the route describe
in Attachment A, and allowed for registered motorcycles only. Motorcycles will be subject to all
other portions and condions of the Rule, including the restrictions for operating on common
property and all other parcels. All motorcycles will be required to be registered with the Association
and provided an RFID. The RFID must be permanently affixed to the motorcyclellaodlyvbe

issued when a valid lease agreement with Sandestin Investments storage facility is presented
indicating a space in the storage facility is secured. The RFID will be activated only for the term of the
lease. For rules regarding the operation gblf carts or other low speed vehiclgdease refer to the

photographic speed monitoring by use of video radar surveillance equipnfhtissued
citations will be pursuant to the Schedule of Violations, Fines and Pdiltgiolators will be
required to sign and accept a copy of the citation and will be provided the fine anipunt
F O0O2NRI yOS ¢ A (i Kiolatich§Fingsgn® RofR dziA Y O2WNLI2 NI § SR A Y
options for appealing the citatiornhe citation will bear the operat® name, address, vehicle
description, and nature of violation along with any other pertinent information that may be
required. Any citation issue@s a result othe use of surveillance equipment will be mailed to
the violator along with a photograph of the vehicle, date, time, and spé&&é. acceptance of
the citation is the notice of fine to be assessed as required by Chapter 720 of the Florida
Stautes.
B. Fine payments shall be made to the SOA and paid witbohays
C. Appeals shall be made to the SOA in writing witBhbusiness days, and the violator will be
notified of the next Committee meeting.
I. The violator may appeal the content of the citatitmthe OperationsCommittee at the
next meeting following the receipt by the SOA of the notice to appeal. This Committee
will not be tasked with the decision to impose the fine or not. However, if the Committee
determines the citation was issued in errdinere will be no need for the imposition of
the fine. The appeal of the fine must be brought before the Grievance Committee.
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ii. A Grievanc&Committee will be comprised of 3 Members of tAssociation whom are in
good standing but may notbe members of the Bard of Directos of the Association
employees of the Association, or a family member of a Director or empl@d\leappeals
will be heard not less than 14 days from the date of the notice to the person sought to be
fined was receivedThe decision of heGrievance @mmittee will befinal.

D. Any violator, who fails to pay the fine, or appeal the citatiowill be levied additional fines.
These fines will be cumulative beginning on @dyafter the citation was issued, will be $100
per day and will not exesl $1,000 aprescribedin Florida Statute. Any fines not collected at
that point may be subject to civil litigation which will include collection of all legal fees incurred
by the Association.

E. The violator who fails to pay the fine may be subject to thesadtivation of any remote gate
opening device provided the device does not impede ingress or egress to@ie2 £ | ( 2 |

F. Unless the fine is dismissed by the Committee, any person who fails to pay may have their
driving privilegeson the common radways revoked for a period @0 days. In the case of a
homeowner, access to the common roadways will be limited to ingress and egress to the
violator@residence.

G. Any person requesting a decal RFIDwill not be permitted to obtain one if angssessmerst or
fines are in arrearsr drivingprivilegesare currently suspended

7. All vehicle operators on the property, ownarslesseestheir guestsyisitorsand employeeswill be
required to obtain a passlecalor RFIDor ingress to the property. Passeslivide obtained at the
Security Gate and decasNJ w & thé A3sociation office.

A.  All vehicles will be required to display their access pass or permanently affix their RFID to the
windshield at all times while operating on the property

B. All employees of my commercial establishment or commercial member will be required to
obtain an RFID and a secondary decal identifying and restricting them to access to the location
on the Property for which thepave been granted accesBhe employee will only be granted
access to the section of property for which they are employed AND the decals will serve as a
means to monitor the parking lots to ensure appropriate usage. All fines and fees will be
consistent with those established with the Association.

C. In the case of peer access passes issuedday visitors, the pass will provide them direct
access to and from their approved destination.

D.  Any violation of this section will result in a fine as described in the Schedule of Fine and Points

E. For the purpse of this section, a DAY VISITOR is defined as a non oversiigif whichdoes
not require lodging accommodations, nor will be residing at the residence of a Member over
night or longerOR a visitor to a commercial establishment, i.e. restauranti$, gmnis retail,
marina, or conference with no intentions or reservations to stay overnight.

Sandestin
Property Owners shall assume responsibility for vehicles operated by persons they have issued
owners decals tpor their guestsand will be responsible forny fines due to the AssociatioAny
person who fails to comply with the requirements of any section of this Rule may be subject to
additional penalties that include trespass notifications for nonpayment of fines if the offender is a
non-member of the Association, towing or booting of ehicle if the driver is the owner of the same
and is a normember of the Association.
